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Resolution 102 deals with international public policy issues pertaining to the Internet, and there is still a major outstanding issue from the WSIS outcomes related to enhanced cooperation for development of public policy by governments. The WTPF is therefore an appropriate forum in which to address the issue.
Tunis Agenda Art. 35a identified that authority for Internet-related public policy issues is the sovereign right of states; Art. 68 identified that states have an equal role and responsibility for international Internet governance and that there is a need for development of public policy by governments in consultation with all stakeholders in their respective roles; Art. 69 recognized the need for enhanced cooperation to enable governments to carry out these roles and responsibilities; and Art. 71 called upon relevant organizations (including ITU) to commence a process towards enhanced cooperation involving all stakeholders.
Such an enhanced cooperation needs to be put in place. Though there is undoubtedly dialogue regarding policy issues, it is still urgently needed for governments to develop and agree on international public policy in a manner consistent with WSIS, as is their sovereign right.
Saudi Arabia proposes that one opinion of the WTPF be to address this shortcoming in establishing a formal enhanced cooperation. That is, establish a mechanism or intergovernmental organization for governments charged with developing and agreeing on international public policy issues pertaining to the Internet.
