After РР-14 there were two global events in the area covered by the CWG-WSIS Terms of Reference:
–	the UN Sustainable Development Summit, 25-27 September 2015, which adopted Resolution A/70/1 on transforming our world: the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development; and 
–	the UN General Assembly high-level meeting on the overall review of the implementation of outcomes of the World Summit on the Information Society (WSIS), 14-16 December 2015, which adopted Resolution A/70/125 on the outcome document of the high-level meeting of the General Assembly on the overall review of the implementation of WSIS outcomes. 
These documents define ITU activities in the context of WSIS and the SDGs for the period up to 2030.
In 2016, pursuant to UN resolutions, the ITU Council revised Resolution 1332 (Rev. 2016), decided on the role of ITU in the implementation of WSIS outcomes and SDG achievement and accordingly amended the CWG-WSIS terms of reference.
In January 2018, the UN Broadband Commission for Sustainable Development presented its 2025 targets in Davos in support of the "Connecting the Other Half" initiative.
The targets aim to expand the presence of broadband infrastructure and access to the Internet and the use thereof by the people of the world in support of SDG attainment.
The Broadband Commission has, in effect, extended ITU's Connect 2020 agenda (Resolution 200, PP-14), in particular since ITU is the primary coordinating organization involved in delivering on such outcomes.
In this regard, it would be helpful to have Resolution 200 reviewed at PP-18, having defined the benchmarks for the period until 2025, in accordance with the Broadband Commission's targets, and for the period until 2030, taking SDG achievement into consideration. It is imperative that these figures be analysed by BDT in the context of how realistic their achievement is within the set time-frames.
In accordance with Resolution A/70/125, the United Nations General Assembly decided to hold a high-level meeting on the overall review of WSIS outcome implementation in 2025, involving the participation and contribution of all stakeholders, including in the preparatory process, to take stock of progress on WSIS outcomes. It is also recommended that the outcome document of the high-level meeting be used in the review of implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development.
For the period until 2030 the United Nations General Assembly plans to hold a high-level political form on sustainable development under the aegis of the General Assembly, in 2019, 2023 and 2027.
ITU should determine its role in the preparatory process for these high-level meetings, recalling its experience in organizing the WSIS+10 high-level meeting in 2014 and its multilateral preparatory process.
Assessing the work of CWG-WSIS since PP-14, we believe that its activity was very useful and important for all ITU Members.
In accordance with the outcome document of the United Nations General Assembly's overall review of WSIS outcome implementation (Res. A/70/125), which called for close alignment of WSIS outcome implementation and activities related to the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development (Res. A/70/1), it would make practical sense to continue the Working Group's activity beyond PP-18 and rename it as the Council Working Group on the implementation of WSIS outcomes and achievement of the SDGs (CWG-WSIS&SDGs), taking into account the expansion of its terms of reference pursuant to Council Resolution 1332 (Rev. 2016).
II	Proposals
2.1	To endorse ITU reports on implementation of WSIS outcomes and SDG attainment, having noted the leading role played by ITU in these processes in accordance with its mandate.
2.2	To reform the ITU Connect 2020 agenda as "Connect 2030 agenda in support of SDG achievement", based on the 2025 targets set by the Broadband Commission.
2.3	To instruct the ITU Secretary-General, as Chairman/Vice-Chairman of the United Nations Group on the Information Society (UNGIS), to initiate an open and inclusive process of multilateral consultations on preparations for conducting an overall review of WSIS outcome implementation in 2025, recalling its experience in the multilateral organization and holding of the WSIS+10 high-level meeting in 2014, and to present the outcomes of these consultations at PP-22.
2.4	To instruct the ITU Secretary-General to prepare a detailed review of ITU's four-year implementation of the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development and present it for consideration by CWG-WSIS in early 2019 for subsequent submission by the Chairman of the Council to the UN General Assembly HLPF-19, bearing in mind the holding of Council-19 in June 2019.
2.5	To continue the work of CWG-WSIS, having renamed it as the Council Working Group on the implementation of WSIS outcomes and the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development (CWG-WSIS&SDGs).
2.6	To make the necessary amendments to Resolution 140, changing its title to read: "ITU's role in implementing the outcomes of the World Summit on the Information Society and the 2030 Agenda for Sustainable Development, and in the overall review by United Nations General Assembly of their implementation".
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
