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	IMPACT OF PROCEDURE A ON STATISTICS FOR PROCEDURE B

At its 2018 session, Council adopted a revision to Decision 482 to implement Procedure A (i.e. separately computing charges for mutually exclusive configurations and adding them) for improving the cost recovery scheme of non-GSO satellite systems. This revised version of the Decision came into force on 1st July 2018 (see Document C18/114). 
During the first meeting of the Council Expert Group on Council Decision 482, it was requested to assess the impact of Procedure A in dealing with Procedure B, notably by including the effects of Procedure A in the statistics for Procedure B and to provide information on statistics/data on the implementation of Procedure A. This document contains such an assessment.  
2.	Impact of Procedure A on statistics for Procedure B
On the basis of the coordination requests of non-geostationary satellite systems received between 2007 and January 2019, Procedure A would have affected 5 submissions of satellite networks:

Note: the total number of units under Procedure A is higher than the number of units before the application of this Procedure because some satellite beams are common to more than one mutually-exclusive configurations. 
3.	Implementation of Procedure A since its entry into force
Since 1st July 2018, no single non-GSO coordination requests including two or more mutually exclusive configurations was received by the Radiocommunication Bureau. 
It should be noted that some administrations have however requested to add a new mutually exclusive configuration to an existing one in the same non-geostationary satellite network. However, since it is done through multiple coordination requests, Procedure A does not need to be applied to such cases because the cost recovery fees paid for these additions are actually equal to the amount that would have been paid with Procedure A for two mutually exclusive configurations.
4.	Conclusion
The information presented in this document will be used in presenting updated statistics on Procedure B. 
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
