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The United Kingdom is pleased to submit this contribution to the fourth meeting of the Informal Experts Group. Resolution 2 of the Plenipotentiary Conference says that the WTPF shall adopt Opinions by consensus. We are concerned that some of the contributions to our meeting could lead to an approach in which some Opinions are supported by some Member States and other Opinions are supported by other Member States. 

In order to achieve consensus, we believe it would be helpful now to agree a higher level framework for the Opinions that is not based so exclusively on draft Opinions from specific Member States. When we have agreed that framework, text from all the contributions that have been made can be considered, as appropriate, in order to achieve a balanced and consensus outcome. We would propose a framework based on six Opinions:
