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	Summary
In response to the 2022 ITU Council Resolution 1408 on “Assistance and support to Ukraine for rebuilding their telecommunication sector”, a series of activities have been undertaken by the ITU secretariat addressing resolves of this resolution, in particular focusing on monitoring and reporting, coordination mechanisms, facilitation of technical assistance, and mobilization of resources.
Action required
The Plenipotentiary Conference is invited to take note of this report.

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1.	Introduction
At its last meeting, held in March 2022, the ITU Council adopted the Resolution 1408 on “Assistance and support to Ukraine for rebuilding their telecommunication sector”. This report summarizes the actions the ITU secretariat has been undertaking to address the resolves of this resolution, in particular focusing on monitoring and reporting, coordination mechanisms, facilitation of technical assistance, and mobilization of resources.
2.	Monitoring and reporting
With the aim of facilitating effective technical assistance, a constant monitoring of digital resilience in Ukraine was introduced. A special website, dedicated to the implementation of the Resolution 1408, was created and is available here. 
An Assessment Report on Infrastructure Damages Experienced by the Telecommunication Sector in Ukraine is being elaborated by ITU in close collaboration with the Ministry of Digital Transformation (MDTU), National Commission for the State Regulation of Electronic Communications, Radiofrequency Spectrum and the Provision of Postal Services (NCEC), and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs (MFAU), as well as the State Service of Special Communications and Information Protection (SSSCIP) of Ukraine. The report follows the Connect2Recover methodology, ensuring that the conclusions may serve as a basis for evidence based actions and technical assistance facilitating reconstruction and strengthening digital resilience of the country.
Digital Development Country Profile for Ukraine following Digital Transformation Wheel methodology is being elaborated by ITU in close collaboration with the UN Resident Coordinator Office and all members of the UN Digital Transformation Group for Europe and Central Asia. The aim of the country profile is to provide holistic overview of the digital development of the country and impact of the war on three streams of digital transformation wheel, i.e., access, adoption, and value creation, while drawing attention to a series opportunities offered by UN system, including ITU. 
3.	Coordination mechanisms for effective implementation 
With the aim of ensuring coordinated approach for ITU activities in response to the Resolution 1408, a series of actions have been undertaken, as follows:  
· weekly coordination calls with the Administration of Ukraine were introduced, aiming to identify particular needs of the Country;
· together with the State Service, ITU formed the team tasked with the elaboration of the Assessment Report; 
· ITU has been following the national coordination mechanism focusing on Infrastructure and Digitalization, established by the National Council of Ukraine for Rebuilding and Reconstruction;
· ITU reinforced coordination with the UN Resident Coordinator in Ukraine and the UN Country Team to ensure that the value proposition on digital follows the One UN Approach, in particular for the transitional Sustainable Development Framework, which ITU is part of; 
· at the level of UN Digital Transformation Group for Europe and Central Asia a special working item was introduced aiming at strengthening support to the UN Country Team, including through development of Digital Development Country Profile for Ukraine; and
· at the level of ITU a Special Task Force on Resolution 1408 was established at the level of the General Secretariat to coordinate intersectoral response to any issues related to the implementation of the Resolution.
4.	Facilitating technical assistance 
With the aim of facilitating technical assistance to the country, the ITU Partner2Connect methodology has been applied: 
· a call for pledges has been issued inviting all stakeholders to submit their pledges and commitments specifically related to implementation of the Resolution 1408 (CL-22/021);
· a Special Pledging Session on Assistance and Support to Ukraine for Rebuilding of their Telecommunication Sector was held on 9 June 2022 in Kigali, Rwanda; 
· more than 10 pledges of the value of at least 100 Mio. USD were collected, coming from Lithuania, Estonia, Germany, Estonia, Japan, Poland, Slovenia, Spain, United Kingdom, United States, and the European Union; and
· dedicated follow-up with the Member States and other stakeholders is ongoing and new commitments are being identified, such as the upcoming pledge on GovStack implementation in Ukraine. 
5.	Mobilization of resources
With the aim of ensuring adequate financial and human resources needed for addressing the resolves of Resolution 1408, a series of actions have been undertaken:
· a review of internal budget has been done and seed financial resources were identified to allow starting the implementation work;
· a Special Fund in Trust dedicated to the implementation of the Resolution 1408 was established;
· a call for financial contributions to the fund was issued on 6 June 2022 (CL-22/021); and
· first commitments were received, namely from Japan (100.000 CHF) and Lithuania (in-kind contribution of the value of 20.000 CHF).
6.	Conclusions
In line with the conclusions of the assessment report carried out recently, the current level of damages of the telecommunication and broadcasting infrastructure leaves several people and stakeholders out of the reach to the benefits offered by the digital technologies in Ukraine. All stakeholders are kindly invited to support global cooperation and activities of ITU in response to the Resolution 1408, in particular the following:  
· committing to providing technical assistance and support to Ukraine for rebuilding of their telecommunication sector;
· joining Partner2Connect initiative and providing pledges focusing on Ukraine through online system available here; and
· providing a financial contribution to the Special Fund in Trust, enabling the scaling-up of the implementation of the Resolution 1408.
