2.7	The Chairman, observing that no candidate had obtained the required majority, said that a third round of voting was required.
2.8	The delegate of Nigeria, speaking on behalf of African countries, requested that the third round of voting for the post of Director of BDT be held that day, as many delegates would have departed by the following week. 
2.9	The delegates of the United Arab Emirates, speaking on behalf of the Arab group, and the Russian Federation, speaking on behalf of RCC, endorsed that proposal, if it was logistically possible.
2.10	The delegate of Canada said that he understood the concerns behind the proposal, which represented a departure from the usual procedure. The reduction of the time allotted between the second and third rounds would have to be agreed by the Plenary.
2.11	The delegate of Gambia announced the withdrawal of the candidature of Mr Muhammadou Kah (Gambia).

CTU therefore urged Member States to consider that aspect when casting their vote in the next round, in favour of the candidate who could best lead BDT in the interests of all developing countries and ITU members.

3.6	Mr C. Zavazava was elected Director of the Telecommunication Development Bureau.
3.7	Mr Zavazava thanked the government of his country and members of his delegation for their support, as well as the Member States that had voted for him. He paid tribute to the other candidates and said that he planned to take their ideas on board, focusing in particular on the needs of least developed and developing countries. He also stressed the need to ensure cross-sectoral cooperation for the good of all. Highlighting the importance of action on gender and the role of young people in building the future, he said that he hoped to accelerate the digital transformation process and take the work of BDT to new heights. 
3.8	The delegate of Zimbabwe thanked those States that had elected Mr Zavazava to the post of Director of BDT and paid tribute to the other candidates for their campaigns. He assured delegates that Zimbabwe would continue to serve ITU to the best of its abilities. 
3.9	Mr Bereaux congratulated Mr Zavazava on his election, following a campaign founded on mutual respect and a common desire to promote the best interests of the Union. He thanked his government and everyone who had supported his campaign. 
3.10	The Secretary-General congratulated Mr Zavazava on his election and expressed gratitude for his many years of service. He thanked all the candidates, including those who had withdrawn from the race, for their excellent ideas and campaigns. He thanked the Member States for participating in selecting the new ITU management team.
