This report provides a breakdown of voluntary contributions and sponsorships received in cash in 2023.
Action required by the Council
This document is transmitted to the Council for information.






1	In ITU, extrabudgetary funds are managed as trust funds or voluntary contributions and both are reported as voluntary contributions in the Financial Statements.
· Trust funds are used to execute projects financed by earmarked contributions. They are voluntary contributions with specific and restrictive utilization. In accordance with ITU Financial Regulations and Financial Rules, these contributions generate support cost recovery revenues (AOS) during the execution and implementation of the projects.
· Voluntary contributions are received from contributors to complement specific regular budget activities such as seminars, working groups, study groups, training and fellowships. Voluntary contributions can finance long-term activities. Voluntary contributions do not generate any support cost recovery revenue.
2	A sponsorship is a form of partnership between the sponsor and ITU, in which the entity, aiming to enhance its image, supports an event or activity, through the provision of financial or in-kind support, for promotional purposes, in exchange of publicity, and/or to obtain access to a wider audience. 
3	In 2023, ITU received a total of CHF 22.33 million in voluntary cash contributions. The majority came from Member States (50 per cent), followed by UN and other international organizations including the European Commission (36 per cent). Non-members contributed 7 per cent and Sector Members, Associates and Academia contributed 7 per cent. Table 1 lists the contributors and amounts in Swiss francs.
4	Sponsorship cash contributions amounted to CHF 1.57 million. Table 2 lists the sponsorships received in 2023. 5ITU wishes to express its gratitude to all its funding resource partners for the contributions.
