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	Purpose
This report provides the 2023 budget implementation forecast as well as the preliminary forecast for the 2024 budget implementation.
This document also provides an update on the implementation of the efficiency measures as outlined in Annex 2 to Decision 5 (Rev. Dubai, 2018) for 2023 and in Annex 2 to Decision 5 (Rev. Bucharest, 2022) for 2024.
Action required 
The Council Working Group is requested to review this report and provide comments as it deems necessary. An updated report will be presented to the Council at its 2024 session.
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1.	Background
1.1	This document presents the key elements of the 2023 and 2024 Budget implementation, pursuant to No. 73 of the ITU Convention, which stipulates that the Council shall carry out an annual review of revenue and expenses.
1.2	provides a preliminary outline of the results of implementing the efficiency measures listed in Annex 2 to Decision 5 for 2023 and 2024.
In conformity with paragraphs 1, 2 and 3 of instructs the Secretary-General and the Directors of the Bureaux of Decision 5 (Rev. Bucharest, 2022):
"1	to provide to the Council, on an annual basis, a report on ITU budget implementation for the previous year and anticipated implementation of the ITU budget for the current year and outlining savings achieved through the implementation of each item in Annex 2 to this decision;
2	to make the necessary efforts to achieve reductions through a culture of efficiency and economy and to include the savings achieved within the overall approved budgets in the above report to the Council;
3	to include in the above report to the Council a report on extrabudgetary activities and related expenses."
1.3	Extrabudgetary activities are not covered in this report.
2.	2023 and 2024 budget implementation forecasts
2023
2.1	The 2022-2023 Union Budget was adopted by the Council's virtual session (and subsequent consultation) at its 2021 session by Resolution 1405. The updated biennial budget amounts to KCHF 163,414 for 2023. It is based on an annual contributory unit amount of CHF 318,000 for Member States, i.e., zero nominal growth since 2006. The Budget of the Union is being implemented in conformity with Article 10 of the Financial Regulations and Financial Rules.
2.2	The five key factors that have significantly impacted the 2023 budget implementation are:
· The absence of cost recovery for TELECOM for an amount of 1.5 MCHF.
· The significant reduction in cost recovery revenue from the processing of satellite network filings for an amount of 8 MCHF.
· The 5% vacancy rate applied to all ITU positions (except elected officials) for an estimated amount of 6.2 MCHF.
· The salary scale increases for G staff and pensionable remuneration increases for an estimated amount of 2.7 MCHF.
· There is a significant increase in electricity prices for an amount of 0.9 MCHF.
Totalling 19.3 MCHF or 11.8% of the 2023 budget.
2.3	The possible deficit was identified in October 2022. Since then, many efficiency measures have been implemented together with strict financial control to eliminate this anticipated deficit. The rigorous management of the expenses, the planning and review of all forecasts for staff, contractual services, travel, and other operating costs, together with an increase in documentation productivity, have been some of the primary measures that permitted to offset the anticipated deficit and tone down the five critical factors described in 2.2) above.
2.4 	As of 5 December 2023, the anticipated 2023 budget implementation result is positive and stands at +267 KCHF, broken down in Table 1 below:

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2.5 	The key risk factors that may compromise the positive implementation of the 2023 budget until the end of 2023 are the following:
· Cost recovery revenue from processing satellite network filings remains within the forecast of 10 MCHF for 2023.
· Sales of publications revenue remain within the forecast of 16.65 MCHF for 2023.
· Total expenses forecast until the end of 2023 remain within the planned expenses estimated from 5 December 2023 until the end of 2023 for a maximum amount of 3.2 MCHF.
2024
2.6	The Council adopted the 2024-2025 Budget of the Union at its 2023 ordinary session by Resolution 1417. The updated biennial budget amounts to KCHF 164,933 for 2024. It is also based on an annual contributory unit amount of CHF 318,000 for Member States, i.e., zero nominal growth since 2006.
2.7	The two key factors currently known that will impact the 2024 budget implementation are:
· The reduction in cost recovery revenue from the processing of satellite network filings for an amount of 4 MCHF may be totally or partially offset if the schedule of fees laid down in decision 482 is revised to reflect the actual costs of the processing of the space notices and endorsed by Council at its forthcoming session for immediate implementation.
· There is a 1.5% increase in salary scale for G staff for an estimated amount of 0.8 MCHF.
These factors total 4.8 MCHF or 2.9% of the 2024 budget.



2.8 	Despite these two factors and as of 20 November 2023, the preliminary anticipated 2024 budget implementation result is positive and stands at +19 KCHF. The anticipated savings on the expenses side are mainly on account of recruitment delays, anticipated savings on some operational expenses as well as on the projected expenses for events and meetings. The anticipated results stand as indicated in Table 4 below:

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The planned reduction in cost recovery revenue for processing space notices is partially offset by an increase in the sales of publications revenue and an increase in revenue from interest. 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2.9 	The key risk factors for the 2024 budget implementation are the following: 
· Cost recovery revenue from processing satellite network filings remains within the forecast of 10 MCHF for 2024.
· The following 2024 publications must be ready as scheduled to guarantee that the sales of publications revenue remain within the forecast of 20.2 MCHF for 2024: Ship stations (List V), Coast stations (List IV), Maritime manual, Radio Regulations.
· Strict control over expenses should be implemented and backed by top management to ensure the approved budget is not exceeded.
3.	Efficiency measures (Annex 2 to Plenipotentiary Conference Decision 5)
3.1	Table 7 on pages 7 and 8 presents the actions taken and the possible savings under each of the 27 efficiency measures identified in Annex 2 to Decision 5 (Rev. Dubai 2018) for 2023 as of 20 November 2023. This table will be revised and updated after the end of 2023 and the 2023 closure of accounts. Updated Table 7 will be presented to the ordinary session of Council 2024.
3.2	Table 8 on pages 9 and 11 presents the prospective actions and possible savings under each of the 27 efficiency measures identified in Annex 2 to Decision 5 (Rev. Bucharest 2022) for 2024. These measures will be further analysed during the 2024 budget implementation, and it will be possible to provide estimates of the achieved savings for some of these efficiency measures at that time.
3.3	Efficiency measures relating to extra-budgetary activities will be analysed during the implementation of these activities and reported to the Council at its forthcoming sessions.
