3	Council Document C25/11 provides information on the status of arrears and special arrears accounts as at 31 December 2024, including items related to satellite network filings. 
4	The difference between the budgeted amounts for cost recovery and the actual invoiced amounts stems from a shift in balance between submissions of geostationary satellite networks and non-geostationary satellite systems. Submissions of geostationary satellite networks are generally subject to higher fees than those of non-geostationary satellite systems. In order to address this difference, the 2023 session of the Council adopted Decision 632 (C23) establishing an Expert Group to study, based on the principles and guidelines provided in Resolution 91 (Rev. Guadalajara, 2010), in particular resolves 4 vi), the appropriateness or otherwise of modifying several items related to Decision 482. The Expert Group will report its conclusions to the 2025 session of the Council.
5	In accordance with instructs the Director of the Radiocommunication Bureau 2 a) of Decision 482, Table 2 below presents the costs associated with the processing of satellite-related filings in 2023 and 2024.
