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	Purpose
This document presents the draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027. It is based on the strategic plan for the Union for that period and reflects the financial implications of the implementation of decisions and resolutions adopted by the Plenipotentiary Conference (Bucharest, 2022) and by the ITU Council at its previous sessions. This budget also presupposes levels of recovery from Satellite Network Filings (SNF) which is based on approval of Document C25/64. 2028-2029 forecast are presented in Annex C to this document.
Action required by the Council
The Council is requested to review the draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027 and to approve the draft resolution presented in Annex A to this document.
Relevant link(s) with the Strategic Plan
The draft biennial budget of the Union provides funding for the two goals and the five thematic priorities of the strategic plan for the Union.
Financial implications
The draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027 is balanced, with revenue equaling expenses.

C25/64 – Proposed Methodology for Calculation of SNF Cost Recovery
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1	Synthesis
1.1	The proposed budget has been drawn up within the framework of Decision 5 (Rev. Bucharest, 2022) and of the Strategic Plan for the Union 2024-2027 set forth in Resolution 71 (Rev. Bucharest, 2022), respectively. In accordance with Decision 5 (Rev. Bucharest, 2022), the draft budget for 2026-2027 reflects zero nominal growth in the amount of the contributory unit, i.e. CHF 318 000. 
1.2	The table below summarizes the revenue and expense estimates for 2026-2027 compared to the Financial Plan, the 2024-2025 budget and the 2024 actuals.
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1.3	The draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027 is balanced with revenue equaling expenses at KCHF 333 238. The revenue and expenses for the period exceed the Financial Plan of the Union for 2026-2027 by KCHF 3 620. Detailed information on revenue and expense variations is provided below. Annex A contains a draft resolution on the draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027, including tables that detail revenue by source and expenses by section, sub-section, and category of expenses. Annex D describes the categories of expenses.
2	Bases
2.1	The draft biennial budget for 2026-2027 is based on:
· An exchange rate of USD 1.0 = CHF 0.929, i.e. the rate in force in January 2025.
· The prevailing conditions of service in the United Nations common system as of 1 January 2025.
2.2	The draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027 does not include any provision for prospective cost increases for the period from 1 January 2025 to 31 December 2027.
2.3	The expenses are classified in the tables of the draft resolution in Annex A as operating or capital expenses. Capital expenses relate to items with more than one year of life and an estimated value above CHF 5 000. A total of KCHF 842 in capital expenses is estimated in the draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027 (see Table 12 in Annex A).
2.4	Staff costs for the period have been adjusted downward to account for the reduced annual costs experienced due to the time taken to fill current vacancies and anticipated staff turnover, based on the average rates experienced in 2024. Additional reductions have been introduced to align the expenses as closely as possible to the financial plan, having regard to the priorities of the Bureaux and General Secretariat.
3	Appropriations by sector
3.1	This chapter gives additional information on the expense estimates for 2026-2027. The expenses budget presents the appropriations for 2026-2027 by section and sub-section, as defined in Article 6 of the financial regulations, and by category of expense as per Financial Rule 6.1 (see the draft budget Resolution in Annex 2). During the 2026-2027 period, ITU will host world conferences within the General Secretariat (Plenipotentiary Conference 2026 and World Telecommunication Policy Forum 2026) and the Radiocommunication Sector (World Radiocommunication Conference 2027), resulting in relatively higher costs for those sectors as compared to the Telecommunication Standardization Sector and the Telecommunication Development Sector.
3.2	The table below indicates the expenses by Sector and compares the 2026-2027 estimates with the 2024-2025 budget regarding programme variation, cost increase and real growth values.
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3.3	The chart below gives the breakdown by category of the estimates for 2026-2027. Other costs include materials & supplies, acquisition of premises, public & internal services, audit and inter-agency fees and miscellaneous expenses. Staff and other staff costs account for more than 81.5% of the total budget.
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3.4	The expense estimates are based on 1 January 2025 real-term values. The conditions of service are those prevailing in the United Nations common system on 1 January 2025.
3.5	The cost increase between 1 January 2023 (the basis for the 2024-2025 budget) and 1 January 2025, estimated at MCHF 7.35 results mainly from the following:
· Increase of 3.01% in the staff and other staff costs for professional and higher categories of staff.
· Increase of 1.92% of the staff and other staff costs for the General Service category.
· The inflation rate for the timeframe from January 2023 to January 2025 was 1.2%.
3.6	To deliver the services requested by the membership and implement the Strategic Plan (Bucharest, 2022) and the major conferences of the Union, the work programme to be carried out in 2026-2027 is estimated at a net increase of MCHF 5.6, i.e. 1.7% of the 2024-2025 budget. The main components of programme variation between 2026-2027 and 2024-2025 are as follows:
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3.7	The “real growth” in the budget between 2024-2025, and the draft budget 2026-2027 periods is negative and stands at MCHF at -8.7 or -2.66%. This reduction is the result of various efficiency measures that have been introduced, including:
a)	Building energy efficiency measures.
b)	Expanded use of available UN system efficiency measures (e.g. CBO services).
c)	Travel cost reduction through effective planning and management.
d)	Efficiencies anticipated as a result of digital transformation.
e)	Reduction of duplication across the Bureaux and General Secretariat.
f)	Optimizing the use of short-term contractual modalities.
g)	Re-prioritization of activities.
h)	Delayed recruitment for vacant positions in non-essential activities.
General Secretariat
3.8	The following table compares the 2026-2027 budget, the Financial Plan, the 2024-2025 budget and the 2024 actuals. The 2026-2027 budget estimates are MCHF 4.4 lower than the Financial Plan.

3.9	The estimates for 2026-2027, broken down by each section of the General Secretariat, with a comparison with the 2024-2025 budget, are shown in real terms in the table below. The negative real growth of -3.25 % demonstrates the tight financial constraints under which the General Secretariat will operate during 2026-2027.
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The chart below gives the breakdown by category of the estimates for 2026-2027. Staff and other staff costs account for some 75.5%.
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Radiocommunication Sector
3.10	The following table compares the 2026-2027 budget, the Financial Plan, the 2024-2025 budget and the 2024 actuals. Compared to the Financial Plan, the 2026-2027 budget estimates for the Radiocommunication Sector have been increased by MCHF 1.4 higher.
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3.11 The estimates for the Radiocommunications Sector for 2026-2027 broken down by each section, with a comparison with the 2024-2025 budget, are shown in the table below demonstrating the real growth. It indicates a negative real growth of 1.17%.
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The chart below gives the breakdown by category of the estimates for 2026-2027. Staff and other staff costs account for some 93%.
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Telecommunication Standardization Sector
3.12	The following table compares the 2026-2027 budget, the Financial Plan, the 2024-2025 budget and the 2024 actuals. As compared to the Financial Plan, the 2026-2027 budget estimates for the Telecommunication Standardization Sector have increased by MCHF 1.1.
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3.13	The estimates for 2026-2027, broken down by each section of the Telecommunication Standardization Sector, with a comparison with the 2024-2025 budget, are shown in the table below indicating negative real growth of 2.56%.
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The chart below gives the breakdown by category of the estimates for 2026-2027. Staff and other staff costs account for some 90%.
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Telecommunication Development Sector
3.14	The table below compares the 2026-2027 budget, the Financial Plan, the 2024-2025 budget and the 2024 actuals. As compared to the Financial Plan, the 2026-2027 budget estimates for the Telecommunication Development Sector have been increased by MCHF 0.8.
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3.15	The estimates for 2026-2027, broken down by each section of the Telecommunication Development Sector, with a comparison with the 2024-2025 budget, are shown in the table below. It indicates a negative real growth of 2.41%. The reduction is reflective of the costs decrease due to the removal of the WTDC costs from the budget for 2026-2027.
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The chart below gives the breakdown by category of the estimates for 2026-2027. Staff and other staff costs account for some 83%.

[bookmark: _Hlk196840751]4	Revenue by source
4.1	This chapter gives information on the revenue estimates for 2026-2027 by source, as defined in Article 7 of the financial regulations.
4.2	The following table provides the revenue forecast for 2026−2027 compared with the Financial Plan, the 2024−2025 budget and the 2024 actual revenues. Anticipated revenues for 2026−2027 are MCHF 3.6 above the anticipated revenue foreseen by the Plenipotentiary Conference when the 2024-2027 Financial Plan was approved. The differences between 2026 and 2027 are mainly on account of the programme variation (PP in 2026 and WRC, RA and CPM in 2027). MCHF 2.8 is foreseen to be paid into the reserve account in 2026 and withdrawn in 2027 to compensate for the expense variation between the two years in the biennium. The payment into the building maintenance fund is less than the MCHF 2 annual estimated capital maintenance requirement for the Tower and Montbrillant buildings recommended by the secretariat to CWG-FHR at its February 2025 session (CWG-FHR 20/8), however at this time it is impossible to allocate more due to budgetary limitations.
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4.3	Assessed contributions increased marginally by KCHF 580, although the value of the contributory unit has been maintained at CHF 318 000 in accordance with Decision 5 (Rev. Bucharest, 2022). As presented in the following table, the anticipated increase in assessed contributions compared with the financial plan is mainly because of the increase in Associate members, with smaller increases also expected from additional Sector Members, Academia and joining a new Member State to the ITU.

4.4	A limited reduction in cost recovery revenues for sales of publications is expected in 2026-2027 as compared with the Financial Plan because of the publication programme for this timeframe which will include a WRC. 
4.5	For Satellite Network Filing (SNF) cost recovery, the annual full costs of ITU’s work in this area are estimated at MCHF 22.8 however only MCHF 18 has been included in the 2026-2027 estimates. This estimate is based on proposal by the secretariat for modified implementation of the recommendations of EG-DEC482 which will be presented to Council 2025. This proposal recognizes the practical challenges with recovering the full costs identified by the secretariat, and proposes the application of benchmarked limits. In addition to the benchmarked full cost estimate, it is proposed to allocate an additional MCHF 1 per year, to be paid into the ICT Fund, to offset the cost of the BR software improvement programme which is needed to facilitate SNF efforts. The secretariat has proposed in document C25/64 that this be collected from SNF fees. If the additional revenues are not approved this provision will be deleted.
4.6	Project support cost revenue is expected to continue rising, as has been the case in recent years. The excess above the financial plan estimate will be paid into the ICT Development Fund.
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4.7	As presented in the table below, anticipated interest and other revenue have been adjusted based on the results achieved in recent years. Revenue from interest is estimated to increase by MCHF 3.6, while other revenue is anticipated to increase by MCHF 0.5. 
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5	Language services
5.1	Under decides 1.2 of Decision 5 (Rev. Bucharest, 2022), the expenses for interpretation, translation, and text processing in respect of the official languages of the Union shall not exceed CHF 85 million for the period 2024-2027.
5.2	The following table reflects the estimated expenses of language-related services for 2026-2027 compared to 2024-2025, which are significantly below the mandated maximum amount, and expected to continue to decrease over time. The decrease in the cost of translation despite an increased volume (WRC-27, PP-26) is mainly due to the adjustment of an optimal fixed/variable capacity distribution in translation activities and increased productivity. The increase in text processing is due to the higher volume. Finally, the increase in interpretation is due to the conference programme with the two most significant events of the Union (PP-26 and WRC-27).

6.1	Planned expenses relating to fellowships amount to KCHF 1 818 for the draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027, compared to KCHF 2 361 for the budget of the Union for 2024‑2025, with a Sector breakdown as indicated in the table below. The significant decrease is attributable mainly to the Development Sector hosting of WTDC in 2025 which included significant provisions for fellowships.
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7	Budgeted posts
7.1	Provision for a total of 747 posts have been included in the regular budget for 2026-2027, a decrease of 14 as compared to the budget posts during 2024-2025, and consistent with a steadily decreasing trend since 2006 as shown in the table below. 
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7.2	The table below provides a breakdown of budgeted posts by department of the General Secretariat and the Bureaux for 2026-2027, against budgeted posts during the 2024-2025 biennium.
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8	Linkage with the Strategic Plan
8.1	The Strategic Plan of the Union for 2024-2027 (Resolution 71, Rev. Bucharest, 2022) sets two strategic goals and five Thematic priorities for the achievement of ITU's overall mission to promote, facilitate and foster affordable and universal access to telecommunication/information and communication technology networks, services and applications and their use for social, economic and environmentally sustainable growth and development.
8.2	The five thematic priorities are as follows:
· Spectrum use for space and terrestrial services
· International telecommunication numbering resources
· Inclusive and secure telecommunication/ICT infrastructure and services
· Digital applications
· Enabling environment
8.3	The draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027 includes appropriations for the implementation of the two strategic goals, five thematic priorities and 43 outputs of the strategic plan. It also foresees the allocation of appropriate resources for the administrative and support services in both the Bureaux and the General Secretariat.
8.4	The following table and chart show the budget distribution by thematic priority for 2026-2027. It breaks down real resource use by thematic priority after allocating administrative and centralized services and Bureaux support services to the relevant thematic priorities and outputs.
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8.5	The draft biennial budget of the Union for 2026-2027 includes appropriations for the implementation of the 43 outputs categorized as follows:
· 9 inter-Sectoral outputs
· 12 ITU-R outputs
· 9 ITU-T outputs
· 13 ITU-D outputs.
8.5	The full cost allocation for each results-based budgeting (RBB) component, i.e. the thematic priorities and outputs, is based on the cost allocation methodology described in ITU Council Decision 535 (C05, last amended C14).
8.6	The whole cost structure is as follows:
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8.7	The table below provides the planned cost distribution by output for 2026-2027.

1	to set the amount of the annual contributory unit for 2026 and 2027 at CHF 318 000 based on the class of contribution chosen by Member States under No. 160 of the ITU Constitution and No. 468 of the Convention, i.e. on the basis of a total of 355 23/24 units;
2	to set at CHF 63 600 the annual value of the contributory unit for 2026 and 2027 for defraying the expenses of the Radiocommunication Sector (ITU-R), the Telecommunication Standardization Sector (ITU-T) and the Telecommunication Development Sector (ITU-D) payable by Sector Members, in accordance with No. 480 of the Convention;
3	to set the financial contribution for Associates as follows:
a)	CHF 10 600 for Associates participating in the work of ITU-T and ITU-R;

5	to authorize, during the implementation of the budget for 2026-2027, the Secretary-General to adjust the appropriations in relation to the items of expenses in a) and b) below, in accordance with changes incurred, through the use of the Reserve Account, provided that the Reserve Account is kept at the level prescribed in Decision 5 (Rev. Bucharest, 2022): 
a)	Increases in salary scales, pension contributions, and allowances, including post adjustments, are applicable to Geneva, as adopted by the United Nations common system;
b)	Fluctuations in the exchange rate between the United States dollar and the Swiss franc in so far as this affects the staff costs for those staff members on United Nations salary scales;
6	to instruct the Secretary-General to submit annually to the Council a full report, including all documentation justifying the actions taken and a statement of the financial consequences of further resolves 5) above;
7	to grant the Secretary-General for the 2026-2027 biennium, with respect to Rule 6.1 of the Financial Regulations and Financial Rules, the necessary flexibility to compensate overspending on categories 1 and 2 (staff costs) with savings on categories 3-9 (non-staff costs) and to make the required transfers if needed;
8	to authorize to balance the 2026-2027 accounts, should the need arise, with surplus revenue;
9	to instruct the Secretary-General to transfer CHF 1 million from the Reserve Account in January 2026 to the after-service health insurance (ASHI) fund to address unfunded long-term liabilities.

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Annex d – category of expenses
Staff costs (salaries and allowances, etc.) 
These cover all remuneration paid regularly to incumbents of established posts and short-term staff, such as base salaries, posts adjustment, language and non-resident allowance, family allowance and overtime. 
Other staff costs 
These include items such as the Union's contribution to pension and health insurance, the accident insurance and expenses of the pension committee, education grant and travel, travel on appointment and separation, installation and repatriation allowances, travel on home leave, accumulated leave, termination indemnities and removal expenses. They are concerned with both established posts and short-term staff.
This expense includes all payments concerning retired staff, such as cost-of-living allowance, survivors' insurance, and health insurance. 
Travel on duty 
Official travel refers to journeys made for the purpose of conveying experts and officials to places of missions, conferences, and meetings. This item includes travel tickets, daily subsistence allowance (DSA), terminal expenses and insurance. They are paid for the attendance of delegates at Council sessions and missions of the staff of the Sectors, the GS, and their consultants. Fellowship programmes are classified under this category of expenses. 
Not included are travel related to recruitment of staff, home leave, and repatriation (c.f. Other staff costs). 
Contractual services 
Items included in this category generally relate to all fees, honorariums, and travel to and from the place of residence. They are paid to firms of consultants for contractual work and arrangements. It also includes special service agreements. This item covers training costs for language courses and specialized courses. 
Also included are the cost of services bought from outside, such as translating documents and computer services, etc. 
Rental and maintenance of premises and equipment 
Expenses in this category include the rental of meeting rooms, parking places, and equipment, as well as all expenses for the maintenance of buildings, grounds, vehicles, technical and computer equipment and software and the related insurance against fire, flood and other damage. 


Materials and supplies 
Materials and supplies include office stationery, printing supplies, and IT equipment supplies.
Acquisition of premises, furniture and equipment 
This category of expenses mainly relates to items of a capital nature and covers the purchase of furniture, IT peripherals and other technical equipment and installations. 
Public and internal service utilities 
This category covers official services such as electricity, gas, water, postal, communications, heating, cooling and servicing of buildings. 
Audit and inter-agency fees and miscellaneous 
Audit and inter-agency fees 
This expense relates to the External Audit, the Union's participation in United Nations inter-agency boards, Committees and services such as the Joint Inspection Unit, etc. 
Miscellaneous 
All expenses shall be attributed to one of the above categories of expense. However, expenses that are foreseen and cannot reasonably be classified into one of these categories have to be brought together under "Miscellaneous".
