I	Introduction
In pursuance of its mandate to continue the exercise of mapping resolutions and decisions in order to harmonize the outcomes of the Plenipotentiary Conference (PP), the Council Working Group on financial and human resources (CWG-FHR) prepared guidelines to harmonize the outcomes of PP resolutions and decisions, which provide guidance on the preparation of PP resolutions. However, Document 29 does not address the issues of harmonization between PP resolutions and resolutions of the ITU Sectors.
The Plenipotentiary Conference (Bucharest, 2022) (PP22) welcomed the work done in all three Sectors to align their resolutions with PP resolutions.
A number of Sector resolutions are directly based on existing PP resolutions. In practice, the content of the documents tends to be very close, especially in the preambles, and the recital and/or detailing of the operative portion of the relevant PP resolutions is a key part of the Sector resolutions.
As for the PP resolutions, in some cases they lack provisions that would reflect the specific interests and objectives of the Sectors.
One of the possible solutions for streamlining resolutions would be to modify an existing PP resolution by including issues concerning a Sector so as to reflect its resolutions.
In this case, it would be helpful if the secretariat provided RA/WTSA/WTDC with a consolidated document of all PP instructions to the relevant Sector, for adoption by RA/WTSA/WTDC or RAG/TSAG/TDAG of the necessary instructions or guidelines, respectively.
Preliminary consideration and preparation for PP26 can be provided in a coordination exercise across Sectors, through a rapporteur group established by the Inter-Sector Coordination Group (ISCG). 
The ISCG mapping table of resolutions of PP, RA & WRC, WTSA and WTDC provides examples of PP resolutions that correspond to resolutions in the three Sectors, among them: Resolutions 25, 58, 70, 98, 123, 130, 135, 136,138, 140, 154, 168, 175, 176, 177, 182, 191, 196, 197, 201, 208 and 209. 
It is proposed to start by testing this approach on a limited number of resolutions, e.g. Resolutions 70, 140, 154 and 191, taking into account the positive experience of WTDC22 in harmonizing PP and WTDC resolutions by including relevant provisions in its Resolution 1 and abrogating its Resolutions 27, 61, 81 and 86.

II	Proposals
1	Review the above-mentioned proposals and identify a limited number of PP resolutions that could be modified at PP-26 so as to cover the interests of all Sectors and the necessary provisions of their resolutions, making it possible to suppress or significantly shorten the latter.
2	Invite the ITU membership to participate actively in the preparations for PP-26 and subsequently RA-27, WTSA-28 and WTDC-29, including through the ISCG, taking into account the need to amend the relevant PP resolutions to reflect the interests of ITUR, ITUT and ITUD.
3	Based on PP-26 decisions, continue the work carried out by the advisory groups of the Sectors to optimize the relevant resolutions of the Sectors and the Plenipotentiary Conference in preparation for RA-27, WTSA-28 and WTDC-29.
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
