Recommended hotel

Honolulu has many tourists in January and hotels are at a premium because of the fine weather, as is noted in item 8 below. Thus we have been fortunate to obtain special hotel rates from Sheraton for this meeting. The rate for Study Group 9 participants for ocean view rooms is $165 per night, plus an 11.41% Hawaii State and room tax for single or double occupancy.  It is important when registering that you identify yourself as a participant of SG 9 and it will be most convenient to register by using either the Internet site or the reservation form provided.

Hawaii has only two seasons, winter and summer. Winter is slightly cooler and wetter, but conditions are fairly similar year-round. The average temperature year-round is 75º F (24º C) between the warmest weather in August and the coldest weather in January. The main differences are the amount of rain. The mountains' location plays the biggest role in rainfall. The best example is Manoa Valley, which has rainfall close to 135 inches a year while Waikiki, only moments away, has only 25 inches a year.

Hawaii is one of the 50 States of United States and people speak English here.

In 1978, Hawaiian was re-established as an official language of the State of Hawaii and, in 1990, the federal Government of the United States adopted a policy to recognize the right of Hawaii to preserve, use, and support its indigenous language.

Pidgin is the language of the people, the emotions, and life - a true reflection of Hawaii's ethnic mix created by Hawaii's immigrants as a simplified language for communication between peoples speaking different languages. Since 1970, "Olelo Hawaii", or the Hawaiian language, has undergone a tremendous revival, including the rise of language immersion schools.
