Contributions received at least two months before the meeting shall be published and mailed to the Administrations of Member States of the Union, to ITU-T Sector Members and to ITU-T Associates registered in this study group who have requested paper copies, and will be available on the Study Group 10 website.

b)
Contributions received by TSB less than two months but not less than seven working days before the date set for the opening of the meeting shall be published as "delayed contributions" and shall be posted to the Study Group 10 website and shall be distributed at the beginning of the meeting to only the participants present. Therefore, such contributions must be received by TSB not later than 27 August 2001.

Note 4)     Working Party 1 meetings

For this meeting there are three main Working Party 1 Question topics: Q.6/10, Q.7/10 and Q.9/10.
Q.5/10 is associated with Q.6/10, Q.10/10 is principally associated with Q.9/10 but also associated with Q.6/10.

It is not planned to hold a Q.4/10 meeting for the following reasons:

· there is a UML 2.0 meeting concurrent with the ITU-T SG 10 meeting, taking place in Toronto, and some relevant experts will be at the UML 2.0 meeting;

· it is not expected UML 2.0 will be stable enough by September 2001 SG10 meeting for significant progress to be made on the proposed results of Q.4/10 (Z.109 revised, and Z.129);

· in general Q.6/10 shares experts and the (acting) rapporteur with Q.4/10, so Q.6/10 (which has work in progress) is scheduled in preference to Q.4/10.

Any contributions on Q.4/10 will therefore be treated within the WP1 meeting on Wednesday 12 September, but it is expected that any such contributions will be held over until the next meeting treating Q.4/10.

The Q.6/10 meeting during 6/7 September will focus on a review of the proposed revised text of Z.100. Although this will be a revised Recommendation text, there is no intention to include any change to the SDL language except for agreed clarifications and corrections. However, the Z.100 text is to be reorganized to reflect the reality that the majority of the users of SDL use the "graphical syntax". The revised Recommendation will still describe SDL-2000. As the Q.6/10 rapporteur is not available for 6/7 September, the WP1 chairman (who is also the Z.100 rapporteur) will chair this part of the Q.6/10 meeting.

The WP1 meeting on Wednesday 12 September will include preliminary discussions on joint Q.6, 7/10 issues and on joint SDL/MSC party issues of Q.10/10. The timetable for the remainder of Wednesday, Thursday and Friday morning 12, 13 and 14 September for WP1 Questions may need to be changed depending on the WP1 discussion.
