Focus of the WP C/17 Meeting

The purpose of this meeting is threefold. First, after a period of stability and the parallel completion of UML 2.0 with strong SDL and MSC influence, a major objective will be to set the future direction of work of ITU-T languages, in particular with respect to SDL and MSC. This includes alignment with UML and new versions of the languages. Second, UML profiles for SDL, MSC and other languages need to be progressed towards standardisation. Both items will require strong input from tool vendors, who have shown strong interest at the last meeting. Finally, the Z100-series Recommendations need revision, for example in the direction of splitting core and extended parts of the languages. Issues for the latter two items will be identified prior to the meeting, for example as output from the SAM workshop from 2 – 4 June in Ottawa.

To help achieve these objectives, specific additional events are planned. Experts from Telelogic will give a tutorial detailing the correct approach for producing profiles. A workshop on the use ITU Languages will be held on the first day, strongly focusing on user needs.

The overall goal of the meeting is to provide the direction and momentum needed for the WP C/17 work for the coming Study Period. All organizations are invited to contribute towards this important initiative, as this will strongly influence future work. Input from those parties that indicated their increased commitment at the March 2004 SG 17 meeting are expected to foster a new team dynamism. As the time of the meeting will be short, it is essential that the meeting is well prepared and that input is provided before the meeting in July.
