Summary
This Recommendation describes the procedures performed by the Signalling Connection Control Part (SCCP)
 of Signalling System No. 7 to provide connection-oriented and connectionless network services, as well as SCCP management services as defined in Recommendation Q.711. These procedures make use of the messages and information elements defined in Recommendation Q.712, whose formatting and coding aspects are specified in Recommendation Q.713.

SIGNALLING BETWEEN SIGNAL PROCESSING NETWORK EQUIPMENT (SPNE) AND INTERNATIONAL SWITCHING CENTRES (isc) OVER AN IP NETWORK

Summary
This Recommendation describes a signalling interface, procedures, and protocol required between an International Switching Centre (ISC) and Signal Processing Network Equipment (SPNE). This IP-based signalling interface provides for the call by call control of a SPNE in real time to ensure an appropriate signal enhancement capability such as echo control. The framework of this signalling interface allows for growth for the control of potential future SPNE types.
