	V.92 Spectrum Usage


Dear Sir/Madam,

ITU-T SG16 approved in November 2000 a new voice-band modem Recommendation, V.92, which offers, among other features, a higher data signalling rate in the upstream direction (from a client on an analogue local loop towards a server in the digital network). V.92 specifies a maximum upstream data signalling rate of 48 kbit/s compared to the maximum data signalling rate of 33.6 kbit/s offered by its predecessor, V.90. This should result in a better user experience for applications such as sending E-mail and file sharing. In order to achieve the higher upstream data signalling rate, V.92 utilizes a wider bandwidth. While the bandwidth utilization meets the regulatory requirements in some countries, it may marginally exceed the spectral restrictions of current national analogue access telephony standards in other countries, particularly in the 4 – 6 kHz band.

ITU-T Study Group 16 believes that the deployment of V.92 will become as ubiquitous in the network as V.90 is today. ITU-T Study Group 16 also does not believe that the extra bandwidth utilization will cause harm to the network. In order to allow rapid deployment of this technology, we would like to encourage National Standardization bodies to consider updating their spectral limits to support V.92. In the interim, we would encourage Administrations (Regulatory Authorities) to issue waivers for the manufacturers of these new modems.
