At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 13, Multi-protocol and IP-based networks and their internetworking, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting from 22 January to 1 February 2002, agreed to delete ITU-T Recommendation G.931, Digital line sections at 3152 kbit/s, in accordance with the provisions of Recommendation A.8,  § 8.2, of WTSA (Montreal, 2000).  18 Member States and 43 Sector Members participated in the meeting and there was no objection to this agreement.

Annex 1 gives information about this agreement, including an explanatory summary about the reasons for the deletion.

ANNEX 1

(to TSB Circular 86)

Study Group 13 was informed that Study Group 15 has moved the material in Annex A of G.931 to a new Appendix of G.703, whose title is 3152 kbit/s interface specification for use in North America.  In addition, Study Group 15 concluded that the material in G.931 on jitter and wander and on fault conditions and consequent actions has been under study for many years and can be deleted.  With the deletion of this material and the material being moved to G.703, the only clauses left in G.931 would be those that relate to error and availability performance.  

It was noted that the error and availability performance clauses in G.931 have been under study for many years, and there are no plans to study this material (for the rate 3152 kbit/s) in the future.  Study Group 13 concluded that these clauses can be deleted from G.931.  

With the deletion of the error and availability performance clauses in G.931 and the deletion of the clauses under the responsibility of Study Group 15, it was agreed at the Study Group 13 plenary of 1 February 2002 to propose the deletion of Recommendation G.931.
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
