At the request of the Co-Chairmen of Study Group 17, Data Networks and Telecommunication Software, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting from 27 February to 8 March 2002, agreed to delete ITU-T Recommendations X.581, X.582 and Annex C to Z.120, in accordance with the provisions of Recommendation A.8, § 8.2, of WTSA (Montreal, 2000).  18 Member States and 20 Sector Members participated in the meeting and there was no objection to this agreement.

Annex 1 gives information about this agreement, including an explanatory summary about the reasons for the deletion.

Having regard to the provisions of Recommendation A.8, § 8.2, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 12 June 2002 whether your Administration/organization approves or rejects these deletions.


Should any Member States or Sector Members be of the opinion that deletion should not be accepted, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and the matter would be referred back to the Study Group.

ANNEX 1

(to TSB Circular 94)

ITU-T Recommendations X.581 and X.582

At the last Study Group 17 meeting held in Geneva, 27 February - 8 March 2002, it was noted that ISO/IEC JTC 1 has recently withdrawn the Protocol Implementation Conformance Statements (PICS) proformas specified in Parts 1 and 2 of ISO/IEC 14608, common texts with ITU-T Recommendations X.581 and X.582, respectively. These PICS proforma Recommendations are based on the 1988 (first) edition of the Directory Specifications.  Recommendations X.583 through X.586 provide the PICS proformas for the second edition of the Directory Specifications.  There are no plans to update these PICS proformas to align with the current 2000/2001 (fourth) edition of the Directory specifications.  Since Recommendations X.581 and X.582 are obsolete, ITU-T Study Group 17 recommends that these Recommendations be withdrawn.

Annex C to ITU-T Recommendation Z.120

At the Study Goup 10 meeting held in Geneva, 24 March - 1 April 1998, Question 9/10 (now Q.15/17) decided that Z.120/Annex C should be considered obsolete with the approval of Z.120/Annex B. This was not reflected at the Study Group 10 plenary discussions. Therefore, it was agreed by Study Group 17, at its meeting of 8 March 2002, to propose the deletion of Annex C to ITU-T Recommendation Z.120.
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
