Dear Sir/Madam,

1. TSB Circular 45 (23 May 2001) brought to the attention of Administrations, the existence of ITU-T Recommendation X.125.  Recommendation X.125 (approved September 1998), defines procedures for the notification of the assignment of International Network Identification Codes for Public Frame Relay and ATM networks numbered under the E.164 Numbering Plan.

2.
There has been a very low response rate to Circular 45. The current responses concerning allocated X.125 codes are given in Attachment 1.

3.
The allocation and registration procedures for the X.125 National Network Identifiers is seen to be a national matter.  However, regular publication of such information is required to be made available to both users and operators of Public Frame Relay Data Networks and ATM Networks for the effective operation of specific network features.  A procedure for the notification to the TSB of International Network Identifier Codes, following the assignment by a national authority of National Network Identifiers, has been defined within Recommendation X.125 in order that this information can be maintained in a central register and be published on a regular basis.  The TSB will maintain a list of allocated International Network Identification Codes and regularly publish the information.

Administrations are again requested to inform the TSB of any necessary modifications or new assignments by a national authority of National Network Identifiers by using the form contained in Annex A to Recommendation X.125 (Attachment 2).  If no allocations of X.125 International Network Identification Codes have been made, a nil response would be appreciated.
