At the request of the Co-Chairmen of Study Group 17, Data Networks and Telecommunication Software, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting from 27 February to 8 March 2002, agreed to delete ITU-T Recommendations X.208 and X.209, in accordance with the provisions of Recommendation A.8,  § 8.2, of WTSA (Montreal, 2000).  18 Member States, 19 Sector Members and one Associate participated in the meeting and there was no objection to this agreement.

Annex 1 gives information about this agreement, including an explanatory summary about the reasons for the deletion.

Having regard to the provisions of Recommendation A.8, § 8.2, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 30 October 2002 whether your Administration/organization approves or rejects this deletion.


Should any Member States or Sector Members be of the opinion that deletion should not be accepted, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and the matter would be referred back to the Study Group.

ANNEX 1

(to TSB Circular 118)

SG 17 agreed to propose the deletion of Recommendations X.208 and X.209 (the 1988 predecessors to the X.680-and X.690-series Recommendations) following approval of the 2002 edition of the X.680- and X.690-series Recommendations.

The first edition of the X.680- and X.690-series was approved in 1994, the second edition in 1997, and the new 2002 edition, approved in July 2002 is the third version.  Recommendations X.208 and X.209 were retained because some parts of the ASN.1 syntax were withdrawn in the 1994 edition of the X.680- and X.690-series Recommendations, but it is now considered that withdrawal of the 1988 X.208 and X.209 Recommendations is appropriate.  Most of ITU-T Recommendations referring to X.208 or X.209 would only need a small editorial change to replace X.208 (respectively X.209) with a reference to X.680 (respectively X.690).
