Workshop on Use of Description Techniques 
(Saturday, 23 November 2002)

ITU-T Study Group 17 is organising a workshop on use of ITU description techniques on Saturday 23 November 2002 09.30-17.30. The workshop will be open to ITU-T members and non-members. 

The workshop is free of charge.

In the context of the workshop a "description technique" is a notation used for engineering purposes to describe the structure, content or behaviour of a real time system or part of such a system or some related item such as test cases. Such notations are ASN.1, MSC, SDL and TTCN or other notations also recommended or under development by ITU-T such as eODL (Z.130) and non-ITU-T notations such as XML or UML state charts.

The engineering purpose could be any of a number of activities including requirements investigation, procurement, development, conformance checking, system proving, system integration, system operation, enhancement, or decommissioning. For most ITU-T members, the system would normally be for telecommunications, but the description techniques themselves are useful for other real-time domains such as vehicle control and aerospace. Users in these domains are important to the long-term viability and effectiveness of techniques because a broad user base will support a better tool base and also help to validate the quality and effectiveness of notations and tools.

The objective of the workshop is to determine needs for improvements to the description techniques for various application domains. The presentations of experiences from use of individual ITU description techniques and of combined use of description techniques are the basis for determining needs. The presentations also provide an opportunity to compare and contrast different approaches. Although Study Group 17 already has a project on co-ordination of use of the description techniques, the workshop provides additional input and an opportunity for the participants to help determine the SG17 strategy for future notation Recommendations and associated documentation.

The workshop is seeking contributions from the following domains:

Experiences from learning and introductory use of description techniques

Different needs for informal and formal use of the description techniques

Experiences from and needs for support, such as consultancy, teaching, and marketing 

*
Needs for co-ordination with non-ITU description techniques
