Recommendation E.212, Annex A (New)

CRITERIA AND PROCEDURES FOR THE ASSIGNMENT 
OF SHARED E.212 MOBILE COUNTRY CODES (MCC) 
AND THEIR RESPECTIVE MOBILE NETWORK CODES (MNC)

Summary

The ITU-TSB assigns and reclaims E.212 Mobile Country Codes (MCCs) for countries and shared MCCs for Networks according to Recommendation E.212.  The ITU-TSB is also responsible for the assignment and reclamation of Mobile Network Codes (MNCs) for shared MCCs.  Mobile Subscriber Identification Numbers (MSINs) are administered by the MNC assignee.

This Annex (Annex A. Rec. E.212) is intended to provided guidance to the ITU-TSB on how to allocate MNCs under shared MCCs.  It describes the procedures and criteria to be utilised by the TSB for the assignment and reclamation of Mobile Network Codes (MNCs) associated with shared MCCs.

Recommendation E.361, previously E.QSC (New)

QOS ROUTING SUPPORT FOR INTERWORKING OF QOS SERVICE CLASSES
ACROSS ROUTING TECHNOLOGIES

Summary

This Recommendation identifies QoS routing functions and associated parameters associated with QSCs, and proposed means of signaling these parameters across networks employing different routing technologies, including IP-, ATM-, and TDM-basec routing technologies, as wella s the interworking between these network technologies.  Multi-layer QoS routing control functions are identified including a) application or ‘call’ control, b) vertical control, and c) bearer control.  We also propose extensions to signalling protocols such as SIP and RSVP-TE to support signalling of WSCs within and across networks.  The guidance of E.QSC applies to QoS routing for individual microflows or for aggregated flows.  For QSCs or aggregated flows, E.QSC applies within networks where an operator can aggregate individual service classes or flows however they wish.  However inter-network aggregation is for further study.

Recommendation E.418, previously E.IMT-2000 (New)

FRAMEWORK FOR NETWORK MANAGEMENT OF IMT-2000 NETWORKS

Summary

This Recommendation lays down a framework for supporting and defining the role of network management for IMT-2000 networks.  IMT-2000 networks consist of various network elements and telecommunication technologies such as wireless and IP based services.  It is intended to give some guidance to identify data that is needed to check the status/performance of networks, especially IMT-2000 networks.

Network management requires real-time monitoring of current network status and performance and the ability to take prompt action to control the performance and resources of the network when necessary.  It should be noted that the complete range of network status and performance parameters are not necessary for the introduction of a network management capability.
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
