At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 3, Tariff and accounting principles including related telecommunications economic and policy issues, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, which will meet from 17 to 21 November 2003, intends to apply the procedure described in Resolution 1, Section 9, of WTSA (Montreal, 2000) for the approval of two revised Recommendations and of a new Recommendation.

The summaries and locations of the draft revised ITU-T Recommendations and draft new ITU-T Recommendation proposed for approval will be found in Annex 1.

Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 9, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 5 November 2003 whether your Administration assigns authority to Study Group 3 that these draft revised or new Recommendations should be considered for approval at the Study Group meeting.


Should any Member States be of the opinion that consideration for approval should not proceed, they should advise their reasons for disapproving and indicate the possible changes that would facilitate further consideration and approval of the draft revised or new Recommendations.

If 70% or more of the replies from Member States support consideration for approval of these draft revised or new Recommendations at the Study Group meeting, one Plenary session will be devoted on 21 November 2003 to apply the approval procedure.

I accordingly invite your Administration to send a representative to the meeting. The Administrations of Member States of the Union are invited to supply the name of the head of their delegation. If your Administration wishes to be represented at the meeting by a recognized operating agency, a scientific or industrial organization or another entity dealing with telecommunication matters, the Director should be duly informed, in accordance with Article 19, No. 239, of the ITU Convention.

Summary and location of the draft revised ITU-T Recommendations D.93 and D.140 
and of the draft new Recommendation D.195 submitted for approval

Draft revised ITU-T Recommendation D.93

Charging and accounting in the international land mobile telephone service (provided via cellular radio system) – Report COM 3-R 16, Part II, Section 3

In Recommendation D.93 adopted in Melbourne (1988), it is recommended that in relationships where cost orientated rates have been agreed, and where costs for terminating on a mobile network differ from those terminating on a fixed network, a separate rate may be bilaterally agreed for traffic terminating on a mobile network.

Study Group 3 decided to incorporate a principle assuring the non-discrimination of international calls relative to national calls, in particular in respect of call termination charges.

Draft revised Recommendation ITU-T D.140, Annex A

Accounting rate principles for the international telephone service – Report COM 3-R 16, 
Part II, Section 2

Annex A to Recommendation D.140 contains guidelines for the cost elements to be taken into account when determining accounting rates and accounting rate shares for the international telephone service. However, the cost elements listed in this annex were limited to the provision of the fixed network telephone service. Study Group 3 decided to revise this Annex A and to include the cost elements related to the mobile telephone services.

Draft new Recommendation ITU-T D.195

Time-scale for settlement of accounts for international telecommunication services – Report COM 3-R 16, Part II, Section 1

This new Recommendation sets out the general guidelines on the time scale to be adopted for the settlement of accounts of international telecommunication services.
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
