ANNEX 1

Explanatory Summary of reasons for the deletion of ITU-T Recommendations Q.1000, Q.1002, Q.1003, Q.1004, Q.1005, Q.1031, Q.1032, Q.1061, Q.1062, Q.1063.

As noted by SSG in their LS to SG11 the Q.10xx series of Recommendations are a valuable work by participants of SG11 activities on PLMN and FPLMTS in the 1980s. As the work on mobile networks has evolved over the intervening period, the material in these recommendations has become obsolete with the exception of Recommendation Q.1001, which is referenced by a number of Recommendations in the Q.1700 series and the term ‘PLMN’ is used in E.200.  Therefore, the (11/1988) Recommendations Q.1000, Q.1002, Q.1003, Q.1004, Q.1005, Q.1031, Q.1032, Q.1061, Q.1062, and Q.1063 are obsolete and should be deleted. 
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
