Note: updated versions of this programme can be found at 
http://www.itu.int/ITU-T/worksem/telecomauto/index.html
Introduction

International Telecommunication Union – Telecommunication Standardization Sector is organizing a workshop for offering the opportunity to the Automotive and Telecommunication Industries to exchange ideas on the future of communication technologies and standards in motor vehicles.
