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Dear Sir/Madam,

1.  At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 15, Optical and other transport networks, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting from 21 to 31 October 2003, agreed to delete Question 3/15 (Support for Recommendations Specifying Systems Based on ISDN Physical Layers) and Question 10/15 (ATM and Internet Protocol (IP) equipment), in accordance with the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 7, § 7.4.2, of WTSA (Montreal, 2000), by reaching consensus among those present.

2.  Annex 1 gives an explanatory summary about the reasons for the deletion of these Questions.

3.  Having regard to the provisions of Resolution 1, Section 7, I should be grateful if you would inform me by 2400 hours UTC on 14 January 2004 whether your Administration approves or rejects this deletion.
