At the request of the Chairman of Study Group 13, Multi-protocol and IP-based networks and their internetworking, I have the honour to inform you that this Study Group, in its meeting from 3-12 February 2004, agreed to delete ITU-T Recommendation I.620, in accordance with the provisions of Recommendation A.8,  § 8.2, of WTSA (Montreal, 2000).  22 Member States and 35 Sector Members participated in the meeting and there was no objection to this agreement.

SG 17 developed Recommendation X.151 (Frame Relay Operations and Maintenance – Principles and Functions).  It covers the technical area which used to be covered by Recommendation I.620 (Frame relay operation and maintenance principles and functions).  Since the industry uses X.151 instead of I.620 currently, SG 13 proposes to delete the Recommendation I.620 (Frame relay operation and maintenance principles and functions).
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
