	Candidates for Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of
ITU-T study groups and the Telecommunication Standardization Advisory Group (TSAG) for 2005-2008


Dear Sir/Madam,

According to No. 242 of the Convention (Minneapolis, 1998) the “World Telecommunication Standardization Assembly … shall appoint the Chairman and one Vice-Chairman or more for each Study Group. … particular consideration shall be given to the requirement of competence and equitable geographical distribution, and to the need to promote more efficient participation by the developing countries”.  Clause 1.3.3.7 of WTSA Resolution 1 (Montreal, 2000) further specifies that “after considering the proposals made by the Heads of Delegation, the WTSA shall appoint the Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of the Study Groups and of the TSAG”.  Clause 3.1.2 of Resolution 1 further indicates that “Appointment of Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen shall be primarily based upon proven competence both in technical content of the study group concerned, and the management skills required.  Other considerations, including incumbency, shall be secondary”.

WTSA Resolution 35 (Montreal, 2000) specifies the maximum term of office for the Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of ITU-T study groups and of TSAG and provides the procedures for appointments and the qualification of candidates.

Following Resolution 35, I invite the Member States and Sector Members to propose candidates. Should your Administration/Organization like to propose a candidate for a post of Chairman or Vice-Chairman of an ITU-T study group, including regional tariff groups under Study Group 3, and/or TSAG or support a currently serving Chairman or Vice-Chairman, I would very much appreciate your sending me, as soon as possible, the name(s) and (a) biographical profile(s) highlighting the qualifications of the individual concerned.

The name(s) and CV(s) of candidate(s) nominated will be posted on the website in the original language (http://www.itu.int/ITU-T/wtsa-04/index.asp), as soon as they are made available to TSB.

I plan to consult in due course the Administrations/Organizations who have submitted their candidates in order to work out a provisional list for the consideration of the meeting of the Heads of Delegation scheduled to take place on 5 October 2004. An informal consultation meeting with Heads of Delegation particularly on this issue will be held in the evening of 4 October 2004. The actual meeting place and time (most probably at 19:00 hours on 4 October 2004) will be provided at the entrance of the WTSA-04 venue.

Annex 1 gives information on the proposed ITU-T study groups and TSAG, which was discussed at the last TSAG meeting (Geneva, 12-16 July 2004).

Please note that the proposed structure as shown in Annex 1 might be changed by WTSA-04, if it so wishes.

It should be noted that the number of Vice-Chairmen of a study group or of TSAG would depend on relevant decisions taken by the Assembly.

Based on the experiences gained from the first public call for nomination of candidates in the year 2000, I would like to provide you with additional information:

-
the post of Study Group Chairman or Vice-Chairman is not an “honorary” position, nor will the Chairmen/Vice-Chairmen receive financial assistance from ITU;

-
commitment by the candidates themselves and by their supporting Administrations and/or companies should be assured;

-
according to Resolution 35, all current Study Group Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen can stand as candidates for their second term;

-
see Resolution 35 for other details.

Restructuring proposals submitted by TSAG for consideration by WTSA-04

TSB Director’s notes:

1)
At the last TSAG meeting, there were lengthy debates over the restructuring of ITU-T. Table 1 provides the summary of the proposals. For considering the nomination of candidates for the posts of Chairmen and Vice-Chairmen of Study Groups, the following observations are highlighted:


a)
Future of SG 2

Among several proposals, three possibilities were mentioned (no order of preference):


Option 1:
allocation of SG 2 blocks as follows: 2A in SG I, 2Bx in SG H, and 2D in SG F

Option 2:
SG 2 remains as is; or

Option 3:
SG 4 is merged with SG 2


b)
Proposal on signalling work programme

Two options were identified:

i) keep architecture and signalling work in separate SGs

ii) merge architecture and signalling work in a single SG

There was a compromise proposal:

iii) signalling SG to remain as a separate entity and meet collocated with NGN SG until 2006. After that, the situation will be reassessed.


c)
Components of NGN SG


Some participants proposed that the new NGN SG be composed of the architecture work plus the mobility and signaling work.
