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After reading the D175 draft of G.Carhf (June 2006), I have the following question about some of the text in the 3rd paragraph of the section titled “Positioning of Hands-free Terminals” (Page 5, Paragraph #2):

The sentence “Specifically the 95% men and 5% women have to be considered” is a curious sentence that would surely create some controversy for the ITU. The actual meaning of this sentence is not clear. 

Proposal: Either remove the sentence or else include an additional sentence to clarify what the sentence means and why it is relevant.
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
