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During the discussion in the meeting of the ITU-T focus group “From/In/To Car Communication - FITCAR” September 12, 2007 some points were discussed where more information and help is requested from Bluetooth SIG/CWG. We envisage that the operating configuration in cars will involve typically an external hands-free system connected to the mobile phone mostly using a Bluetooth transmission. In such configurations - for the purpose of  end to end quality we believe it would be beneficial to integrate the Bluetooth transmission as best as possible in the complete system design. E.g. it was discussed that from the overall performance point of view tandem free operation should be possible over the complete system including the Bluetooth link.
ITU-T focus group seeks a closer cooperation with Bluetooth SIG/CWG in order to better understand the ongoing developments with respect to speech transmission and speech coding used on the Bluetooth link and especially the plans of Bluetooth SIG/CWG with respect to wideband speech communication which we see is getting increasing importance. 
ITU-T focus group FITCAR would be happy to cooperate with Bluetooth SIG in the area of definitions, requirements and testing. 
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
