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The conclusion of the work of the FG IPTV in such a short time is an impressive achievement by some of the world’s foremost experts in the field. As you know ITU-T’s effort on IPTV will continue under the IPTV Global Standards Initiative (IPTV-GSI) umbrella. As such, regular ITU-T working methods and procedures will apply by means of the work carried out by the experts of the relevant Study Groups in face-to-face meetings where global standards will be developed.

If you wish to participate in the IPTV-GSI event in Seoul and in future meetings and are not currently an ITU-T member, you should consider joining ITU-T as a Sector Member which allows contribution not only to IPTV related activities but also to the activities of all 13 ITU-T Study Groups. Becoming an ITU-T Associate gives an affiliation limited to a single Study Group.

Membership of ITU-T offers the chance to actively participate in an organization that is a unique partnership between the private sector and national administrations. Membership gives the opportunity to shape the future of ICTs with your business goals in mind, in an open, fair and transparent environment. Only in ITU-T can you enjoy networking opportunities with representatives of 191 governments and more than 700 companies.

· Membership fee (1/3 of half unit): 10,600 CHF (~US$9.3K)
