In this definition, there are some overlapping among television,video,audio,graphics and data, for example, television service includes video/audio/graphics/text, so it is necessary to do some simplicity for the definition.
Here we give the new definition:
IPTV is defined as multimedia services such asvideo/ audio-/data delivered over IP based networks managed to provide the required level of QoS/QoE, security, interactivity and reliability, its expressional fashion may be television, text or graphics etc.
