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1 Introduction
When deploying IPTV service, there are some special requirements to guarantee the service operation, such as security, QoS etc. Here we list some requirements for discussion and expected to be part of working document of WG1(FGIPTV-OD-0024e).
2 Discussion
The following are the special requirements for discussion.
REQ_1: channel authorization
In traditional TV, there are some toll television and the customer can watch it only after he has paid for it. Similarly there also are toll television in IPTV and only authorized customer can watch it. In IPTV, TV program is transferred by multicasting and each channel has an corresponding multicast group. When the customer select one channel and he can join the corresponding multicast group. For the special channel, only authorized customer can join the corresponding multicast group. 
So it’s necessary to consider the requirement of channel authorization in IPTV and this requirement should be embodied in the document FGIPTV-OD-0024e.
REQ_2: channel switch

The IPTV channel switch time is much more longer than the traditional TV channel switch time. If the channel switch time is long, it is easy to cause the customer dissatisfaction for IPTV service.
So it’s necessary to specify the reasonable channel switch time in IPTV service QoE to satisfy the customer’s service experience requirement.

It is proposed that the channel switch time is about 2 seconds.

This requirement should be embodied in the document FGIPTV-OD-0024e

REQ_3: mobile TV

The mobile TV is deployed in some areas and countries. There are some implementation ways for mobile TV, such as DVB-H, CDMA-1x. It is expected that mobile TV is realized through mobile IP and wireless access technologies.
So it’s proposed that the mobile TV is considered in IPTV architecture and this requirement should be embodied in the document FGIPTV-OD-0024e.

REQ_4: unified service architecture

There are some different data transmission ways: unicast, multicast and broadcast. In current IPTV architecture, each transmission has a corresponding network model. For unicast, the corresponding network model is C-S model. For multicast/broadcast, corresponding network model is a multicast/broadcast tree. 
So it’s proposed that the services are provided by the unified service architecture and this requirement should be embodied in the document FGIPTV-OD-0024e.
REQ_5: service integration
There are some mature services in the operating network, such as POTS telephone, video conference etc. It’s expected that IPTV service can be integrated with the existing services and it is requested that all these services can be provided through an unified service platform.
So it’s proposed that the service integration should be considered in IPTV service requirements and this requirement should be embodied in the document FGIPTV-OD-0024e.
3 proposal
It is proposed to discuss and add the above requirements in IPTV service requirement document.
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
