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1. Introduction

IPTV is a starting point of the new business model to restructure the existing information industry including fixed/mobile telecommunication industry. 
We firmly believe that it is necessary for the government to play a coordination role to establish fair, open and competitive environments among all role players of IT industry such as IPTV service providers, content providers, manufacturers and customers, etc. 

In this regard, Korean government is very interested in the standardization in the FG IPTV.

This contribution proposes to consider open, fair and competitive environments during the standardizations of  Focus Group IPTV. 

2.  Perspective of IPTV Standardization
The IPTV service is not only to deliver broadcasting contents through IP networks, but plays an essential role to rebuild business model for information industry with NGN. 
Therefore, we sincerely hope that those who work for the standardization in Focus Group IPTV should not simply consider IPTV as an advancement of broadcasting services like T-channel and T-VoD, etc. Also, FG IPTV has been established not only to focus on interactivity in the existing cables or broadcasting services.

3. Consideration of the IPTV market revitalization 
In order to promote the IPTV markets in developed or developing countries, it is necessary to build the open and fair competitive environment in which IPTV services can be easily and cost-effectively evolved . To achieve this objective,  Focus Group PTV should try to consider royalty-free or low-cost technology to deploy the IPTV market. In order to accelerate the IPTV market deployment, the entrance barriers should be reduced and opportunity for new IPTV business should be encouraged.

4. Global IPTV standardization
One of the critical justifications to establish Focus Group IPTV within ITU-T try to get the unique and global IPTV standardizations, especially for IPTV end system and middleware platform.

We hope that IPTV end system and middleware standards should follow the common standard to be serviced without any problems in every region of the world. 
It means that all the country should adopt globally interoperable standards even though they have their own regulatory environments.
We sincerely hope that every provider, manufacturer or individual in the world plays an important role to develop open, fair and competitive standards via FG IPTV which encourages mutual cooperation among all the business players based on the ideology of ITU-T. 

5. Conclusion
ITU-T which established Focus Group IPTV is the unique international standardization organization to coordinate and promote the development of global IPTV standards. Therefore, the standards developed from ITU-T have significant meaning. 
In this regard, we propose that IPTV standardization activities of FG IPTV should be open, fair and competitive as mentioned above for the promotion and adaptation of globalize standardization.

The Korean government believe that Focus Group IPTV will successfully develop the valuable outcomes to accelerate IPTV market globally.
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
