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Abstract

This contribution proposes alignment of terminology in the IPTV service requirements document that was developed at the 3rd FG-IPTV meeting as FG-IPTV-doc-0060 to improve its level of comprehensiveness.
1. Introduction

At the last FG-IPTV meeting, the output document of IPTV service requirements was developed in WG1 as FG-IPTV-doc-0060.  This document contains various requirements related to architectural aspects. However, those requirements include some terminologies whose definitions are not clear. These terminologies may lead to misunderstanding. This contribution proposes some changes to improve and standardize terminology throughout the document.

2. Discussion

In the IPTV service requirements document, there are some similar terms such as IPTV architecture, IPTV system, IPTV network, IPTV service, IPTV specifications, and IPTV applications. Most of them can be replaced with IPTV architecture. Some examples follow.
IPTV_ARC_013: The IPTV service should support various encapsulation types.
...> IPTV_ARC_013: The IPTV Architecture should support various encapsulation types.
IPTV_ARC_019: The IPTV specification should provide means by which service providers can integrate IPTV Service Accounting and Billing functions with a system that can be used across multiple NGN services and applications [IIF.ARCH.NETWORK.16].
...> IPTV_ARC_019: The IPTV Architecture should provide means by which service providers can integrate IPTV Service Accounting and Billing functions with a system that can be used across multiple NGN services and applications [IIF.ARCH.NETWORK.16].
IPTV_ARC_087: The IPTV system shall provide navigation capability for appropriate IPTV content.

...> IPTV_ARC_087: The IPTV Architecture shall provide navigation capability for appropriate IPTV content.
IPTV_SEC_021: IPTV applications shall support copy protection and authentication.

...> IPTV_SEC_021: The IPTV Architecture shall support copy protection and authentication.
In these examples, the meanings and intentions of requirements are not changed. Therefore, the entire document will be consistent. 
3. Proposal

This contribution proposes to replace all of these terms (i.e., IPTV system, IPTV network, IPTV service, IPTV specifications, and IPTV applications) in the current requirements document with “The IPTV Architecture”. It is proposed to discuss whether the terms should remain as they are only if their meanings are different from their original meanings after this modification.
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
