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Abstract

This contribution proposes removal of subclause 7.1.3 “Hybrid: Online and Off-air TV Delivery” in the IPTV architecture document that was developed at the 3rd FG-IPTV meeting (22-26 January, Mountain View, USA) as FG-IPTV-doc-0062.
1. Introduction

At the last FG-IPTV meeting (22-26 January, Mountain View, USA), the IPTV Architecture output document was developed in WG1 as FG-IPTV-doc-0062.  This document specifies architecture for providing IPTV services. Therefore, this document should not specify access-technology-related aspects at layer below the IP layer. In addition, descriptions of technology and service other than using IP technology are outside of the scope of this document. These aspects should be excluded to prevent delay in the progress of developing this document.
2. Discussion

Subclause 7.1 describes IPTV service types. Subclause 7.1.1 and 7.1.2 illustrate different service types that are provided over IP networks, i.e., these are Linear IPTV services generally using multicast and CoD services generally using unicast. However, subclause 7.1.3 shows a combination of different access modes that are online and off-line. There is no need to explicitly indicate off-line access because off-line access is included in IP networks. Consequently, offline access is included in subclauses 7.1.1 and 7.1.2. If this off-line access means another type of access such as existing broadcasting access, then Figure 7-4 is outside of the scope of the IPTV architecture in this document. For these reasons, subclause 7.1.3 is not appropriate and should be removed.
