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Introduction
In the last meeting of Mountain View, The contribution of content provision requirement was not been discussed clearly since the contributor was absence. According to the document re-input request from WG6, we submit the requirement for content provision again in this meeting.
Requirements for Content Provision 
 The content provision shall provide the licensed and audited contents to services provider.

The architecture of content provision should be a clear to identify the difference of content management between IPTV and traditional television industry, e.g. DVB, Satellite TV.

The content provision should support to verify consistency and integrity of live content and off-line content to make sure the good source quality of content.

The content provision should provide complete transfer interfaces to content producer or content owner and the interfaces should be independent of content formats.

The content provision should provide specification on content re-encoding, trans-coding output format.
 The content provision should provide metadata encoding specification and specify metadata encoding language.

The content provision should provide specification and examples on how to combine targeted contents with relevant metadata.

The content provision should make sure the quality of contents and specify classification of audiovisual content quality for helping content provider to satisfy requirements of classified QoE
The content provision may specify the subjective assessment method and objective assessment method of audiovisual content quality.

The content provision should do the content right protection, e.g DRM and CAS.
The content provision should provide content statistical information about what content is hottest, audience rating of live content according to user type, gender, connected time and other information. 

Proposal 

It is proposed that the above requirements for content provision would be discussed and added into requirements list in WG1 Req5.6 and WG6 Annex “Accepted Requirements” after properly modification.
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
