Background

At the last ITU-T FG IPTV meeting, the ITU-T FG IPTV WG2 has decided, to study the adoption of DVB-IPI AL-FEC solution for ITU-T FG IPTV AL-FEC. For the final adoption, the ITU-T FG IPTV requested the published specification and any further process. The DVB project will provide this information in an incoming liaison statement for this meeting, specifically 

· the published specification [1], 

· a publicly available DVB AL-FEC evaluation report [2] which provides information on the specification process and selection criteria in DVB.

The DVB-IPI AL-FEC solution has been carefully reviewed and assessed in the DVB project to meet the requirements of an FEC solution in different IPTV environments. We strongly believe that this solution provides all the benefits in terms of performance, flexibility, and implementation aspects.
