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1. Document Scope

This contribution is proposed to change the document structure for the working document FG IPTV DOC-0084 (the service requirement) of WG1. It is proposed to move all middleware related requirement described in different sections of DOC-0084 to section 6.6.1, the middleware section of the working document. 
2. Discussion 
Some of middleware requirement described in section 6.1 (Requirement for Architecture and Services) and section 6.5 (Requirement for End System and Interoperability Aspect) are more related to section 6.6 (Requirements for Middleware, Application and Content Platform).  It is proposed to move all these middleware related requirement into section 6.6.1, the following are the detailed proposals: 
· Move “WG6R- 0033-004-02: The IPTV Middleware is recommended to support the API for controlling (e.g. selection, showing, hiding) subtitle display [ARCH.CONTENT.02]” from section 6.1 (P8) to section 6.6.1

· Move “WG6R- 0033-004-02: The IPTV Middleware can optionally support the API to communicate with IPTV services providers [ARCH.OPERATOR.05].” from section 6.1 (P8) to section 6.6.1

· Move “ IPTV_ARC_xxB: The IPTV Architecture is recommended to support a mechanism for obtaining information pertaining to terminal device capabilities related to middleware, application, metadata, codecs, etc. ” from section 6.1 (P9) to section 6.6.1

· Move “WG6R-XXX-YYYY: The IPTV Middleware is recommended to support API to access information on removable storage device (e.g. USB key). ” from section 6.1 (P9) to section 6.6.1

· Move “WG6R-XXX-YYYY: The IPTV Middleware can optionally support metadata compression. ” from section 6.1 (P9) to section 6.6.1

· Move “WG6R-033-001: The IPTV Middleware is recommended to support application management (e.g. applications lifecycles, applications states). ” from section 6.1 (P9) to section 6.6.1

· Move “WG6R- 0072-001: The IPTV Middleware is recommended to be hardware and OS independent. ” from section 6.1 (P9) to section 6.6.1 

· Move “IPTV_ESI_013: IPTV middleware is required to be capable of performing self-diagnostics information such as power status, boot status, memory allocation, software version, middleware version, network address, and network status. Editor’s note: contributions on metadata (auxiliary information) are requested  ” from section 6.5 (P29) to section 6.6.1

· Move all the Middleware Requirement numbered from IPTV_MID_160 - IPTV_MID_190 in section 6.5.3 (P36-38) to section 6.6.1

3. Proposal 

We propose to move all middleware related requirement described in section 6.1 (Requirement for Architecture and Services) and section 6.5 of the working document DOC-0084, which is also discussed in section 2 of this proposal,  to section 6.6.1, the middleware section of DOC-0084. 
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
