· Network Functions
The Network Functions are the combination of the network transport and control functions

The network control functions control the network transport layer to provide the required Quality of Service for the successful operation of the IPTV Service and to provide authentication for network connections.

The network transport functions provide the IP layer connectivity between the IPTV service components and the End-User Functions. These components are normally shared across all services delivered by IP to an End-User.
