IPTV_ESI_XXX: The IPTV Architecture is recommended to support distributed EPG with a main EPG server and several edge EPG servers to share loads according to the amount of subscribers.
IPTV_ESI_XXX: The IPTV Architecture is recommended to support customized EPG templates according to different requirements of industrial users such as hotels, schools, governments, family users etc. 
IPTV_ESI_XXX: EPG is recommended to supply user self-service functions such as user’s password modification, service subscription, service un-subscription, parent control, consumption record list query, PVR etc.
IPTV_ESI_XXX: EPG is recommended to support collecting user information such as play time of VOD, VOD content, user’s searching information, times of VOD advertisement etc.
IPTV_ESI_XXX: EPG is recommended to contain always up to date information about subscribers.
IPTV_ESI_XXX: EPG is recommended to support channel searching.
IPTV_ESI_XXX: EPG is recommended to support channel, content and service navigation functions such as service recommendation list, sorted service list, up to date content updated list etc.
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
