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1. Introduction
At the last meeting, we suggested web-based IPTV portal service scenario and it is adopted in the IPTV service scenarios document by WG1. At this meeting, we suggested update scenario. Web-based IPTV portal service means that the existing Terrestrial/Cable/Satellite TV contents can easily deliver through the IP network by integration of web and IP data services. 
This contribution proposes detailed considerations to support suggested scenario with WG3.
2. Considerations for the alignments with WG3 activities to support suggested scenario

· Rights Protection and Security

Security and rights related issues are important aspect of any content delivery service. IPTV service in particular needs to have robust security mechanisms to protect the rights of content holders as well as providing optimal functionalities to the user. IPTV services need to accommodate, and seek to interoperate with, the currently existing conditional access systems so that broadcast content is easily integrated into the IP world, and also the robustness of the security policy in broadcasting can be enforced in IPTV. Authentication, content protection, and rights management information are some of the issues to be reviewed. The current web security mechanisms like SSL are also to be reviewed. 
· Terminal Security

Web-based IPTV terminal should protect against virus/worm and privacy of subscriber personal data. Also, it should ensure the ability to perform required software upgrades. 
3. Proposal
We hope that considerations should be discussed by WG3 to support suggested scenario.
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
