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Abstract

AVS part 2 (video) has been referenced in the WG6 content coding  document but it seems that the status of the submitted AVS specification should not allow WG6 to consider it and refer to this specification yet.

If we look at incoming liaison IL-055 coming from the AVS group, received in the previous meeting in Bled, we can see on the front page:

It is important to get confirmation on the status of the AVS Specification, because the IPTV Focus group cannot list among its selected codecs, a codec for which there is not yet an approved and published specification.

The submitted specification seems to be still in a "final draft" status in May 2007. If it is the case, it cannot be considered yet by WG6.

So clarification is required on the actual status of the AVS part 2 (Video) specification.
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
