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Abstract

This contribution provides structural change request on FG IPTV-DOC-0099 titled “Working Document: IPTV Metadata” in order to enhance its accuracy and quality.

Proposal
In Sec. 7.1 of the document FG IPTV-DOC-0099, there is a list of metadata elements in a group entitled: “For each segment (scene or segmented portion of a content/program), content/program/event (group of segments), collective content, service”. Then, just below there is another group called “For content.”

It seems that it is better to organize this by including all those elements from both groups in one category called “content.” “Content” can be defined as being an A/V object that is a program, movie, segment of a program or movie, group of segments, etc. The attributes of codec, aspect ratio, format, A/V attributes, languages, etc. should be included in “content” to indicate all the formats the content might be found in.
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
