Introduction

During the last FG IPTV meeting in Geneva, ATIS IIF provided a working document on “QoS Metrics for Linear Broadcast IPTV” (IL-0088) [1]. This liaison document defines an ATIS IIF consensus view of a base set of QoS metrics for linear/broadcast IPTV service as defined per ATIS-0800002 [2] architecture document. Among those, the set-top-box (STB) start up and ready time before service consumption is introduced as one of the monitoring metrics. We define this metric as “STB boot up time” which is described in the following paragraph.

STB boot up time
Turning on the STB includes the process of a user clicking on an ‘on’ button. The time it takes for the STB to start up and be ready for service consumption (i.e. STB boot up time) is of interest to the consumer. The STB is assumed to implement the IPTV Terminal Function (ITF). The STB boot up time mainly includes the time needed for the ITF Operating System (OS) to be ready and the time it takes before the service application is functionally ready to receive consumer inputs. In some applications, STB boot up time also includes the downloading of the latest application suite from the IPTV Service Delivery Platform (SDP) and the reception of EPG data and VOD catalog data over the network which get updated from time to time.

Proposal
It is proposed to add the text of clause 2 of this contribution as a new sub-clause in clause 7 (Monitoring parameters) of the working document FG IPTV-DOC-0121 (Performance monitoring for IPTV).
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
