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Abstract
This contribution proposes clarifying the role of the IPTV service scenarios document (FG IPTV-DOC-0116) and modifying the title and clause 1 “scope” of the document to indicate the scope of IPTV standardization.
1. Introduction
The current working document “IPTV service scenarios document” (FG IPTV-DOC-0116) includes various contents such as service descriptions, use cases, call flows, and business models. These provide useful information, but the role and position of this document are consequently vague. On the other hand, FG-IPTV has not created a document that clearly identifies the service scope of its standardization work. Clarification of the scope will be a guide for the overall activities of FG-IPTV standardization. A clear scope would help the work of standardisation, prevent a waste of effort, and facilitate alignment between documents.
2. Discussion

The summary at the beginning of the working document describes the purposes of the document. The first item is as follows:
