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In the interest of continuing cooperation between our two bodies, the ATIS IPTV Interoperability Forum (IIF) would like to inform ITU-T FG IPTV of a major decision regarding the direction of our future efforts on IPTV.  

Among our participants there was support for two different directions for IPTV, a core IMS direction and a non-IMS direction.  After much discussion on how to incorporate the two different approaches into one view, ATIS IIF has reached the following agreement.  

1) The IIF’s High Level Architecture shall allow for both core IMS and non-IMS approaches for IPTV in the NGN framework.  

2) The core IMS and non-IMS approaches shall be able to co-exist on the same NGN framework.  

3) The core IMS and non-IMS approaches shall use common components where possible.  

In addition to the above agreement, we continue our architecture efforts in the following areas, focused on a phase 1 release of the specifications: 

High Level Architecture, 
Definition of Reference Architecture - Client Device Attachment Configuration, 
Service Discovery, Navigation, and Selection, 
Service Provider/Network Provider Interface, 
Basic Multicast Network Service Specification, 
Media Protocols Specification, 
Linear Service, 

Device Management,
Emergency Alert Service Provisioning, and 
Remote Device Management of the ITF
We look forward to our on-going exchange and discussion on IPTV issues.
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
