In IEC 62360 (2004-03) titled as ‘Baseline specifications of satellite and terrestrial receivers for ISDB (Integrated Service for Digital Broadcast)’, Section 7.1.3 provides the specification of video-signal output using EIAJ CP-4120 and EIAJ RC-5237.
2) IEEE 1394

IEEE Std. 1394-1995 IEEE Standard for a High Performance Serial Bus.

IEC 62286 (2003-05) titled as ‘Service diagnostic interface for consumer electronics products and networks - Implementation for IEEE 1394’ specifies the requirements that have to be implemented in future products that incorporate a digital interface, and service diagnostic software developed for these products.
3) High-Definition Multimedia Interface (HDMI)
Currently, HDMI specifications are not within IEC TC 100 arena right now while these specifications should be standardized within either TC 100 TA 1 or TA 4.
