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The Digital Video Broadcasting Project (DVB) Technical Module group on Content Protection Technologies (TM-CPT) greet the Focus Group on IPTV (FG IPTV). At your previous meeting in Busan we submitted our published Reference Model, Usage State Information and associated Definitions & Terms which was published as DVB Blue Book A094 in November 2005.
The DVB have made substantial progress with defining our CPCM system since that time, and we want to make you aware of where we now stand.

We are now hopeful that the technical work on the initial specification for CPCM will be concluded in the DVB Technical Module in Q2/2007, though it will take longer to formally publish through the ETSI process.

The specification is intended to include the following elements:

· Core CPCM System Specification
· CPCM Security Toolbox Specification, including content scrambler configurations and secure means of exchanging messages between CPCM devices

· Authorised Domain Management, including signalling protocols allowing devices to Join, Leave and Manage a collection of devices known to be owned or controlled by a household

· Updated versions of the CPCM Reference Model, USI Specification, Definitions & Terms

The CPCM System is network agnostic. However, the phase 1 release will include adaptation for content carried in DVB Transport Streams, an implementation for DVB-HN (based on UPnP and DLNA) and the DVB Common Interface. CPCM will include technology to support multiple Compliance and Robustness regimes.

DVB hopes to be able to provide additional information to the next meeting of FG-IPTV.
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
