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Q.13/12 would like to thank FG-IPTV for informing us of on-going activities on QoE/QoS for IPTV. 

Q.13/12 has been studying QoE/QoS aspects of multimedia services including IPTV. We standardized Recommendation G.1010 that provides multimedia performance categories. This Recommendation has been widely used for designing the QoE of various telecommunication services. We have been continuing our work to further enhance Recommendation G.1010. This may result in the creation of a new Recommendation, which we provisionally call G.MMPERF (multimedia performance requirements).

We are very much interested in the work being done in FG-IPTV, especially “QoE requirements for IPTV” developed in WG2. It is likely that this document will be considered as a very valuable input to G.MMPERF.

We would like to be kept informed by FG-IPTV on the progress of QoE/QoS-related work.
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
